Course Description:

This course is to introduce new literatures in English, more commonly termed as postcolonial
literatures in English. It begins with some key concepts and theories in postcolonial studies. It then
focuses on the writings by various important writers from the former British colonies, for example,
Canada, Australia, New Zealand, India/Pakistan, and some countries in the Caribbean and Africa.
We will read each work closely and analyze it critically. Students will learn to appreciate the
richness and diversity of postcolonial literatures. They are required to give one group presentation.
They also need to make three short individual presentations, answering questions based on the
literary texts. Students are expected to come to class prepared and participate in English in class

discussions.
